Easy to install and upgrade 
The Pinnacle Web application is installed on the same computer that is running the Pinnacle database server. All 
updates or upgrades are performed at the database server – eliminating the need to update the clients. 

Enhanced Security 
Pinnacle and all its data are secure on a central server behind the firewall. Transmissions are fully encrypted 
including Secure Socket Layer (SSL) and 256-bit AES encryption. 

Virtual desktop 
Pinnacle Web Client allows you to run the Pinnacle application, Pinnacle utilities, and any other programs that you 
expose on the virtual desktop to the operator.
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Note: Pinnacle Web will not 
encode cards on the Web 
Client workstations.
